	Lesson Idea/Topic and Rational/Relevance: What are you going to teach and why is this lesson of importance to your students? How is it relevant to students of this age and background?  Why are you teaching this lesson now (what came before/what will come after)?  What teaching methods/strategies will you use and why?
	I am going to teach students how to apply their drawing skills to a choice based black pen drawing project.  We will review shading and value techniques from previous classes before we begin a drawing assignment.  Students can choose an animal that they identify as their spirit animal and draw a setting that has significance for them within it, using the animal shape as the borders.  Students can also draw an animal that is divided up into patterns and symbols if they prefer.  Students will be learning how to incorporate their identity through expressive characteristics in a work of art.  We will participate in a discussion about the assignment and a pair/share activity for the students to begin brainstorming.  Students will research and make plans for what they want to make before they begin.

Formative:  

Following the introduction to the project students will be asked to draw 3 sketches for possibilities of their drawing.  They will be asked to choose one of the drawing and bring in 3 reference pictures that pertain to their chosen sketch.  Students will articulate the ideas behind their sketches and demonstrate how they utilized the planning process.  

Summative:  

At the summation of the assignment, students will submit their work to be graded.  I will grade students based on how many shading techniques they utilized and creative elements within their work.  Students will also be graded on if the intent is clear in their drawing and if they can articulate the intended meaning clearly.

	Anticipatory Set
The “hook” to grab students’ attention. To put students into a receptive frame of mind.

· To focus student attention on the lesson.

· To create an organizing framework for the ideas, principles, or information that is to follow (advanced organizers)

An anticipatory set is used any time a different activity or new concept is to be introduced.
	At the beginning of the PPT presentation, examples of previous artists work will intend to grab student’s attention.  I will present examples of both of the potential options for this project so students can begin brainstorming possibilities for their own project.  
At the summation of my presentation of the assignment, students will pair up with a partner to begin flipping through books of animals.  They will pick one unique animal that they feel represents both of them and choose which option of the project they would like to make the animal into (either dividing it into patterns or drawing a setting within it).

	How do you intend to engage your students in thinking during the Anticipatory Set?

Why are you using it at this point in your lesson?
	The strategy I intend to use is: Pair/Share
I am using this strategy here because:  This will help students to begin brainstorming ideas of how to incorporate personal narrative into art.  This will also help build the culture of the classroom by having students work together.

	Will begin class with an explanation of this choice based drawing assignment.  Students will choose their “spirit animal” to draw.  Once they have done that they can choose to either draw that animal through segmented patterns, or draw a setting that has personal significance for them within the animal.  
I will inquire students throughout the explanation of the project to ensure everyone understands the choice based assignment.
During the presentation, examples will also be given so students can begin ideating after seeing what other artists have done.  They will be given opportunities to participate in class discussion about intended meaning of the work shown.

Following the presentation, I will pass out animal books so students can begin brainstorming ideas for their projects.  They will participate in a pair/share activity after they have created a sketch with a partner for the choice based project.  
Students will be assigned a research component to sketch 3 ideas and bring them completed to the following class.  They will choose one of their ideas to actually begin the project. 

Once they have chosen their sketch drawing they want to execute they will create their final pen drawings. 
	Students will begin ideating how they want to incorporate identity into their works.
Students will inquire about requirements for the assignment and participate in class discussion. 

Students will articulate intended meaning behind other works.

Students will collaborate with each other to create works of art.

Students will create plans for works they intend to create.

Why are you using it at this point in your lesson?
	The strategy I intend to use is:  Guided Questioning
I am using this strategy here because:  This gets students thinking independently about their works and how to incorporate expressive characteristics.  I will use guided questioning while they are working to help guide their art processes.


	Closure

Those actions or statements by a teacher that are designed to bring a lesson presentation to an appropriate conclusion. Used to help students bring things together in their own minds, to make sense out of what has just been taught. “Any Questions? No. OK, let’s move on” is not closure. Closure is used:

· To cue students to the fact that they have arrived at an important point in the lesson or the end of a lesson.

· To help organize student learning

	At the end of class, we will review that students need to have completed their research sketches to bring to the following class.  We will go around the room and share what option for the assignment was chosen and how they will explore the prompt.

I am using this strategy here because:

I want students to share their ideas with each other.  This lends for students to collaborate on their works and articulate the intended meaning.
